T he Chronicler knows that his original readers were well aware of the 

faults of these kings.  His interest is in how their positive accomplish-

ments can inspire hope for a new day.  

This is also how you should understand the emphases in the narrative of the 

divided kingdom �² that God blesses those who obey and punishes those who do 

not.  Although life is not quite that simple, the Chronicler knows that this is a bibli-

cal pattern established from the very beginning.  And so he retells the story to en-

courage such loyalty in the new generation that lives in and around Jerusalem.  
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
